By
using a Genogram™*, which is afamily tree, we can list problems we know
about in our family background. During a special prayer service, lasting
about 10 minutes, we give these ancestral strongholds over to our Lord, to
take them, so we can break free of any guilt, burden, and ability to affect us.

The Litany for Generational Healing is held every third Tuesday of the
month at 5:45 p.m. in the Chapel, immediately before the Healing Service.
Participants leave their Genograms on the altar during the generational
healing litany to be burned later that evening.
