William (Bill) Reed will be the Guest Speaker at our upcoming Healing Mission 

on January 16th and 17th.

Dr. Reed lectures for 

the Camps Farthest Out, The Ashram Movement, Faith at Work, and he is a 

member and speaker for the Order of St. Luke the Physician, since 1958.  He 

serves as Chaplain for the Naval Airship Association, Inc.  Dr. Reed is also a 

member of the Tampa Oratorio Singers. 

 

Dr. Reed will be speaking of the Healing Love of Jesus towards all of us along 

with personal testimonies of our precious Lord's healing love.  He plans to 

speak of his son Rob's wondrous healing and what this did for him in his early 

life as an Episcopal surgeon in Michigan.  Dr. Reed will also tell of his personal 

observations as a Christian surgeon throughout his life as a Believer in Divine 

Healing.  He has some wonderful testimonies from his patients and his own 

personal testimonies of God’s healing power at work.  Dr. Bill and his wife, 

Coppi,  are praying for the miracle working healing virtue of Christ Jesus to be 

with us all in a most wonderful healing way on January 16th and 17th.

“Because I have heard of your faith in the Lord Jesus and your love 

toward all the saints (the people of God), I do not cease to give thanks 
for you, making mention of you in my prayers.  I always pray to the 

God of our Lord Jesus Christ, The Father of Glory, that He may grant
